1. Locate and remove all loose parts from the carton. (Fig. 1)

2. Cut four corners of the carton from top and bottom and lay the panels flat. (Fig. 2)

3. Install the handle (A) by centering it over the frame, push in the pins (B) slightly and
push down to lock in place.

4. Roll the unit off the carton and discard carton.

5. Attach the hose hook (C) to the handle (A) by lining up the 2 holes in the base
with the studs on back of the handle, then thread the 2 nuts (D) onto the studs as
shown in Fig. 3 and tighten using a 3/8” wrench or socket, or adjustable open-
ended wrench (i.e. crescent wrench). Insert the 5 nozzle tips into the grommets on
the panel.

6. Connect high-pressure hose to pump outlet (E). Tighten securely. (Fig. 3)
7. Connect wand to gun. Tighten securely. (Fig. 4)

8. Attach high-pressure hose to gun. Tighten securely. (Fig. 5)

There is a shipping plug inserted in oil plug when pump is
shipped from the factory. The shipping plug prevents any oil from leaking out of
the pump in shipping. The shipping plug must be removed before the pressure
washer is operated. To remove the shipping plug, pull it out directly.

NOTE: The pump is supplied with the correct amount of oil and does not re-
quire further service.

PRESSURE WASHER TERMINOLOGY

PSI: Pounds per Square Inch. The unit of measure for water pressure. Also used for air pressure, hydraulic pressure, etc.

GPM: Gallons Per Minute. The unit of measure for the flow rate of water.

CU: Cleaning Units. GPM multiplied by PSI. GPM x PSI = CU

BASIC ELEMENTS OF A
PRESSURE WASHER

High Pressure Pump: Increases the pressure of the water supply.
Engine: Drives the high-pressure pump.

High Pressure Hose: Carries the pressurized water from the pump to
the gun and spray wand.

Spray Gun: Connects with spray wand to control water flow rate, direc-
tion, and pressure.

Chemical Hose: Feeds cleaning agents into the pump to mix with the
water. See How To Apply Chemicals/Cleaning Solvents instructions in
this section.

Quick Connect Nozzles: Allow the user to quickly and easily change
the degree of spray to fit the job at hand.

BASIC ELEMENTS OF AN ENGINE

Refer to the engine manual for location and operation of engine con-
trols.

Choke Control: Opens and closes carburetor choke valve.

Starter Grip: Pulling starter grip operates recoil starter to crank engine.

Engine Switch: Enables and disables ignition system

Bypass Mode: Allows water to re-circulate within the pump when the gun trigger is not pulled.

(oY NN NEONNM Allowing the unit to run for more than two minutes without the gun trigger pulled could cause overheating and damage to the

pump.

Chemical Injection System: Mixes cleaners or cleaning solvents with the water to improve cleaning effectiveness.

Water Supply: All pressure washers must have a source of water. The minimum requirements for a water supply are 20 PSI and 5 gallons per

minute.

PRESSURE WASHER OPERATING FEATURES PRESSURE
ADJUSTMENTS

The pressure setting is preset at the factory to achieve optimum pressure and cleaning. If you need a lower pressure, it can be accomplished by
these methods.

1. Back away from the surface to be cleaned. The further away you are, the less the pressure will be on the surface to be cleaned.
2. Change to the 40° nozzle — this nozzle delivers a less powerful stream of water and a wider spray pattern.

CAUTION DO NOT attempt to increase pump pressure. A higher pressure setting than the factory set pressure may damage pump.

TO USE SPRAY WAND

The nozzles for the spray wand are stored on the top storage panel.
See chart to choose the correct nozzle for the job to be performed.

HOW TO APPLY CHEMICALS
AND CLEANING SOLVENTS

Applying chemicals or cleaning solvents is a low pressure operation.

NOTE: Use only soaps and chemicals designed for pressure washer
use. DO NOT USE BLEACH.

To Apply Chemicals:
1. Make sure the chemical hose is pressed onto the barbed fitting (F)
located near high-pressure hose (E). (Fig. 7)

2. The other end of the chemical hose should be inserted into a
chemical container containing the appropriate pressure washer
cleaning solution.

NOTE: For approximately every 7 gallons of water pumped 1 gallon of
chemical/cleaning solution will be used.

3. Insert soap nozzle (per previous chart) into spray wand, see Use
Spray Wand paragraph in this section.

NOTE: Chemicals and soaps will not siphon when using any quick
connect nozzle other than the black soap nozzle.

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MAINTENANCE

To ensure efficient operation and longer life of your pressure washer, a
routine maintenance schedule should be prepared and followed. If the
pressure washer is used in unusual conditions, such as high-temper-
atures or dusty conditions, more frequent maintenance checks will be
required.

ENGINE

Consult the Engine Owners Manual for the manufacturer’s recommen-
dations for any and all maintenance.

PUMP

The pump is supplied with the correct amount of oil and does not
require further service. If there is a problem with the pump, contact
an Authorized Service Center.

NOZZLE CLEANING

If the nozzle becomes clogged with foreign materials, such as dirt, ex-
cessive pressure may develop. If the nozzle becomes partially clogged
or restricted, the pump pressure will pulsate. Clean the nozzle immedi-
ately using the nozzle kit supplied and the following instructions:

1. Shut off the pressure washer and turn off the water supply.
2. Pull trigger on gun handle to relieve any water pressure.

3. Remove quick connect nozzle from the spray wand.

4. Remove any obstructions from the quick connect nozzle with the
nozzle cleaning tool provided and flush with clean water.

5. Re-attach the quick connect nozzle to the spray wand and turn on
the water supply.

6. Start pressure washer and test.

HOW TO CLEAN THE WATER
INLET FILTER

This screen filter should be checked periodically and cleaned if neces-

sary.

1. Remove filter by grasping end and
removing it from water inlet of pump as
shown. (Fig. 11)

2. Clean filter by flushing it with water on
both sides.
